There are several French
writers, poets in particular, that equally move me, in one way or another, and most are from the
early 20th Century, although | have come across a couple who are still writing today. But | suppose
with "Spanish" poets, wherever they are from, | am moved in a much different way. It comes down
to levels of passion in the art that Lorca called "duende”. | can’t put this tome down. In a short time,
Paz has become one of my favorite poets. And this book has become a cherished addition to my
library.
